This epic work tells the story of Isaac’s family, whose close ties to the third American president like the Hemings had been systematically expunged from American history until very recently. Now, historian and independent scholar, Ronald Seagrave traces Isaac’s family from their origins in Virginia in the 1700s, through the family’s dispersal prior to Jefferson’s death in 1826, Isaac’s manumission in 1834 and beyond his passing in 1846, at Petersburg, Virginia. 

Historians often love to quote Thomas Jefferson’s eloquent youthful denunciations of slavery, but Alan Pell Crawford (Twilight at Monticello: The Final Years of Thomas Jefferson, 2008) reminds us that in retirement, immune from political damage, he refused to speak out and counseled correspondents against action. During the first great political debate on slavery in 1820, he unconditionally supported the Southern position. Detailed explanations of the African-American's inferiority from a man who prided himself on his scientific acumen make sad reading, as does the steady decay of Jefferson's personal and financial fortunes. Nonetheless, nearly all of his thoughts and actions merit attention. Isaac’s story is a testament to Jefferson’s distaste which belied his credentials as a fervent, egalitarian democrat, but Jefferson was a man of disturbing contradictions.

Jefferson’s Isaac: From Monticello to Petersburg sets his family’s compelling saga against the backdrop of Revolutionary America, the British attack on Richmond, Paris on the eve of its own revolution, 1790s Philadelphia, and plantation life at Monticello.  Seagrave for the first time extends Isaac’s life at Shadwell in Albemarle County, Eppington and Harrowgate in Chesterfield County and his later years as a Free Person of Color, at Petersburg, Virginia. Where Isaac paid taxes, maintained a household and business, sued a white stone mason for payment for his work as a well-respected senior blacksmith. Much anticipated, this book promises to be one of the most important histories of an American slave family ever written.
